Studies show that HPV is a common virus. Both boys and girls are affected by HPV and are at
risk for cancers and other diseases caused by HPV. Fortunately, this cancer prevention vaccine is
safe, effective, readily available and works best when given at ages 11 and 12 years for the
strongest immune response.

The change begins with YOU! IKC strongly encourages HPV vaccinations and seeks to raise the
rates of immunization in Kansas.
